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We scoffed at first, too. Then owner Nancy Krabill of Flavors From Afar cooking boutique in Snider Plaza gave us a taste test. The inexpensive bitter and acidic wine she first poured became instantly smooth and velvety when poured from the same bottle with the wine clip fastened to its neck. 

Magic? Nope, try magnets. We still don't get the science of how the magnetic clip breaks down the tannins and speeds up aeration – and frankly we don't care. All we know is that a $10 bottle of wine suddenly tastes like $100, and it's your little secret. The clip's "strange powers" are most dramatic on reds and ports.
